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In 1939, Cal Farley—a visionary leader 
and former semiprofessional baseball 
player—founded Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch 
with a bold mission: to offer hope and 
healing to children from broken homes. 

This dream took root when Texas 
Panhandle rancher Julian Bivins generously 
donated 120 acres of land, creating a 
foundation for what would become a life-
changing community.

Eighty-six years later, that vision continues 
to thrive. What began as a modest effort 
quickly grew into a nationally recognized 
model of care. In 1944, Mr. Farley 
introduced the iconic Boys Ranch Rodeo, 
blending tradition with social education 
and community engagement. Over the 
decades, our programs have evolved to meet 
the complex and ever-changing needs of 
children and families.

Today, Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch is a 
vibrant, Christ-centered residential 
community serving boys and girls ages 5 to 
18 from across the nation. Our campus—

designed like a small town—includes a 
chapel, schools, medical facilities, sports 
fields, parks, and family-style homes. Here, 
children live in nurturing environments with 
dedicated house parents. They receive quality 
education, and participate in academic, 
vocational and spiritual programs that 
prepare them to become responsible adults.

 
Beyond Boys Ranch, our support lasts a 
lifetime. Through our alumni services, we 
maintain lifelong connections with former 
residents, offering guidance, resources, and 
encouragement as they navigate adulthood. 

Additionally, our community-based 
programs extend care beyond our campus, 
providing counseling, family support, and 
preventive services to strengthen homes 
and help children thrive in their own 
communities.

As we celebrate 86 years of service, we 
honor our history, embrace the opportunities 
of today, and look to the future with 
renewed dedication to transforming lives for 
generations to come.

Home Refurbishments

Community Services Building Expansion
The Community-Based Services building was officially opened Aug. 1. The 
building in Amarillo includes a space for CBS staff as well as alumni support staff. 
Employees, clients and friends gathered to celebrate the fresh beginning of 
services that expands the mission of Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch while still caring for 
children and supporting their families. 

Houseparent
Recruitment

Recruitment efforts 
have shown remarkable 
progress. Applications grew 
from 1,313 last fiscal year 
to more than 4,200 this 
year, which is more than 
threefold increase.

Renovation of New Alumni Center
Renovations began on the new alumni center 
in North Amarillo that is an expansion of alumni 
support. As many as 24 men and women could 
live at the center. 

The census at Boys Ranch trended 
positively. Admissions increased 
from 42 in prior fiscal year to 76 for 
the 2024-2025 fiscal year (a 78% 
increase). Youth served increased 
from 147 the year prior to 175 this 
year (a 19% increase).

We streamlined processes to enable 
faster and better referral decisions. 
Referrals increased from an 
average of 450 per month to over 
600 (a 33% increase), and family 
assessments grew from about 15 to 
over 65 per month.

Hosting Summer Camps
More than 720 youth from local 
community groups visited Boys 
Ranch over the summer. The summer 
camp experiences enabled children 
to build skills and relationships.

Four and a half years ago, Hannah arrived at Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch from 
Kentucky, seeking stability and support during a challenging time. While she 
quickly found joy in rodeo, the true impact of Boys Ranch has been far deeper 
– helping her grow as a person and reconnect with her family.

Hannah describes Boys Ranch as a place of “social support and a firm 
foundation.” Through friendships, mentorship, and encouragement from caring 
adults like her houseparent, Vainkia, 
she’s learned perseverance, patience, 
and the value of community. 

“She’s always there, always showing up 
to support us. She’s like another mom,” 
Hannah said.

Academics and athletics have 
given Hannah new goals, but it’s the 
relationships she’s built that mean the 
most. She credits Boys Ranch for helping 
her repair family bonds that once felt 
broken. 

“Without Boys Ranch, my family 
connection would definitely still 
be broken. I’ve gotten better at 
communicating and at building 
relationships,” she said.

Today, Hannah is not just an athlete – 
she’s a student, a friend, and a young 
woman with a vision for a healthy, 
connected future, thanks to the 
foundation Boys Ranch has provided.

Morgan arrived at Boys Ranch in 2012 as a high school freshman and 
graduated in 2016. Growing up with limited family support, Boys Ranch gave 
her stability, opportunities and the tools to thrive. 

“It was one of the best experiences of my life,” Morgan said. “It probably 
saved my life.”

After graduation, Morgan pursued higher education and cared for her 
grandmother, who had adopted her 
as an adult. When her grandmother 
passed away, Morgan faced profound 
grief and unresolved trauma.

Morgan reached out to her former 
counselor for help. Through Boys Ranch’s 
transitional living services, she received 
assistance for therapy—a lifeline during 
a difficult season. 

“Boys Ranch stepped in when no one 
else could. I have a lot of family, but 
they are not there for me, the way that 
Cal Farley’s has been. There are even 
former staff members who are no longer 
with Boys Ranch who are still here for 
me,” she said. “I tell my alumni friends 
all the time if they're needing assistance 
to call Boys Ranch. They mean it when 
they say it’s family for life.”

Her dream is to one day return as a 
houseparent and give back to the 
place that changed her life.

When Daviean first joined Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch Independent Living 
program at 17, life felt uncertain. He admits to making mistakes early on, but 
returning later changed everything. The program gave him stability, guidance, 
and the chance to build a future. 

As of this year, Daviean saved over $10,000—enough to buy his first car, a 
milestone he had dreamed about for five years. By the time he leaves the 
Independent Living program in April, he 
plans to have both a car and significant 
savings, something he says would not be 
possible without Boys Ranch.

Independent Living taught Daviean 
essential life skills, from managing an 
apartment to handling responsibilities 
at work. Today, he’s a manager, 
praised for his growth and leadership. 
Beyond finances, the program offered 
emotional support through caring staff 
like his caseworker, Skylar, who checked 
in regularly and helped with everything 
from pricing car insurance to his mental 
health.

Without alumni services, Daviean 
believes he would be working a low-
wage job, far from the opportunities 
he now enjoys. His advice to others: 
take full advantage of every resource 
and never hesitate to ask for help. For 
donors, he emphasizes that this program 
is where “real life starts”—a place that 
transforms futures.

Bryce moved to Boys Ranch at the age of 8, and learned not only essential 
life skills, but also the value of community, confidence and leadership. He 
participated in the culinary and vocational programs Boys Ranch offered. 

Bryce’s time at Boys Ranch set him on a path to success. He graduated high 
school in 2021. With the support of a 
Cal Farley’s Merit Scholarship, Bryce 
attended West Texas A&M  University 
(WT), where he pursued a degree in 
political science, driven by a desire to 
impact others. He eventually became 
a Rogers LEAD WT Scholar, worked 
for the Office of the WT President and 
joined the fraternity Phi Delta Theta. He 
graduated with a bachelor’s degree in 
May of 2025.

“Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch gave me the 
chance to dream,” he said. “They gave 
me hope, and now I’m trying to pay 
that forward by making a difference in 
the community.”

Bryce’s long-term goal is to continue 
building on the foundation he started 
at Boys Ranch, making an impact in his 
community and beyond.

The Smith family was at a loss. Their son, a bright and driven National Honor 
Society student, began struggling with severe social anxiety and depression in 
eighth grade.

 
After multiple hospitalizations and failed attempts with medication and 
therapy, a psychiatrist recommended Community-Based Services Family 
Preservation. That’s when Priscilla, a Family Preservation case manager, 
stepped in — and everything began to change.

 
Priscilla did not just manage the case; 
she became a lifeline for the Smiths. 
Through her compassionate guidance, 
the family learned to understand 
their son’s challenges and engage in 
meaningful conversations that opened 
doors to healing.

 
“She knew how to get to the root of the 
problem,” Mr. Smith said. “Priscilla helped 
us understand him—and helped him 
understand himself.”

 
Today, the Smiths' son is working, talking 
more, and preparing to graduate early. 
He even plans to attend college to 
pursue a career in licensed professional 
counseling. The Smith family credits the 
program and  Priscilla—with transforming 
their lives.

 
“He’s been on a steady incline where 
he was on a four-year decline,” Mr. 
Smith said. “We didn’t know how to work 
through the bad days. Now we do.”

At Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch, our Family 
Engagement and Family Preservation 
programs work together to strengthen 
families and build lasting resilience. 
Serving families within a 100-mile radius of 
Amarillo, these community-based services 
offer compassionate, practical support to 
help families stay together and overcome 
challenges. 

Family Preservation provides intensive case 
management to keep youth safe at home, 
while Family Engagement helps families 
build trust and improve communication.
 
This year, we opened a building dedicated 
to these services and welcomed children 
from Amarillo programs to Boys Ranch for 
camps and activities.

We will finalize key performance dashboards 
and track outcomes up to 12 months after youth 
leave our programs. Launching in 2026, this will 
improve accountability and guide future program 
improvements.

We will develop the first of three barn-style 
learning centers focused on trades, horticulture 
and culinary skills.

Experiential Learning Program Center

Family Resource Homes
We will launch a network of 
therapeutic foster homes 
through a faith-based 
community model. A CPA 
license is expected in early 
2026, with 7 homes opening 
throughout the year.

Family Stabilization & Assessment Unit
This new home will provide short-term stabilization 
and assessments for youth in crisis. A pilot will 
begin in the spring of 2026, with scaling in the 
summer and fall. It offers rapid support and 
guides families to the best next steps.

Exploring Strategic Alignments
Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch will actively explore opportunities for organizational 
alignments that strengthen and expand our mission. These may include 
mergers, acquisitions, joint ventures, management agreements, or other 
collaborative structures. Each alignment will be evaluated carefully to ensure 
it advances our ability to serve more families and children with the highest 
quality of care. We have worked with Maverick Boys and Girls Club, pictured 
left, and Forge Now, pictured right, and will continue discussions about 
partnerships.
